So when He heard that he 
was sick, He stayed two 
more days in the place 
where He was. Then after 
this He said to the 
disciples, “Let us go to 
Judea again.”

John 11:4 (Passion):  When he 
heard this, he said, “This 
sickness will not end in 
death for Lazarus but will 
bring glory and praise to 
God. This will reveal the 
greatness of the Son of 
God by what takes place.”
